In such cases the 
public authority may jus t ly forbid 
the formation of associations, and 
may dissolve them when they already 
exist. But eveiry precaution should 
be taken not to violate the r ights of 
individuals, and not to make un­
reasonable regulat ions under thel 
pretence of public benefit. For laws 
only bind when they are in accordance 
with r ight reason, and, therefore, 
with the eternal law of God.J 

And here we, are reminded of the 
Confraternities^ Societies, and Re­
ligious Orders which have arisen by 
the ^Church's authority and the, piety 
of the Christian people. The ^.nirals 
of every nation down to our own times 
testify to what they have done for the 
human race. lit is indisputable, on 
grounds of reason alone, that; such 
associations, being perfectly blame­
less in their objects, have the sanction 
of the law of nature. On their re­
ligious side thev r ightly claim to be 
reeponsible to the Church alone. The 
administrators of the State, therefore, 
have no r ight over them, nor, cam they 
claim any fhare in their management; 
on the contrary it is the State's duty 
to respect and cherish them, and, if 
necessary, to defend them from attack. 
It as notorious that a very diifferent 
course has been followed, more es­

pec ia l l y in our own times. In ' many 
places the State has laid violent) hands 
on these communities, and committed 
manifold injustice" against th$m; it 
has placed them under the civil law, 
taken away their r ights as corporate 
bodies, and robbed them of their pro 
perty. In such property the Church 
had her r ights, each member of the 
body had his or her rights, and there 
were also the rights of those who had 
founded or endowed them for a do-
finite purpose, and of those for jwho.se 
benefit ami assistance they existed. 
Wherefore We cannot refrain! from 
complaining of such spoliation jas un­
j us t and fraught with evil resul ts; 
and with the more reason because, 
at the very time when the law pro­
claims that association is free to all. 
We see that Catholic societies,', how­
ever peaceable and use^ful, ar$ hin­
dered in every way, whilst the utmost 
freedom is givefn to men whose objects 
are at once hurtful to Religion and 
dangerous to the State. . v
