PARALLEL" HEGORDS OF A UNION 
AND A COMFEDERATE REGIMENT. 

Strangely Identical In Origin, Thoy Oftfitt 
Fooght and Were Once Directly Op-
jposed o n t h e S a m e F i e l d — T t i e t r K i l l e d

rebellion quarrel 1 
It was not, bat 
there were duels 
nevertheless, ac­
cording to the rec­
ords. Pennsylva-
n i a championed 
the north fn the 
contest for first 
placeon the roll of 
honor, and a trifle 
over 7 per cent, of 
her quota of sol­
diers met death on 
t h e battlefield. 
South Carolina led 
the s o u t h e r n 

•tates and sacrificed over 23 per cent, of her 
military population as it stood in 1861. Had 
the combat been left to these twocommdn-
wealths the Keystone would have annihi­
lated the Palmetto and come out of the con­
test with an army large enough to intim­
idate the umpire, if so disposed. 

South Carolina furnished the regiment 
that lost the highest number killed in bat­
tle during the war, Orr's First South Caro­
lina Rifles, which piled up a death roll of 
834. She also famished one for second 
place on the southern side, the First South 
Carolina volunteers, which scored 281. 

The first place on the Union side was 
taken by the Fifth New Hampshire, with 
a score of 895, and the second place fell to 
a Pennsylvania regiment, the Eighty -third, 
which had a list of 282. Here begins an­
other duet' between Keystone and Pal­
metto. The Eighty-third rolled up a score 
of 971 killed and wounded, the deaths, as 
before stated, reaching 383. The First 
South Carolina had 950 killed and 
wounded, the deaths scoring 28L 

The Eighty third Pennsylvania came 
Into being as a reorganization of a regi 
meut composed of volunteer and militia 
companies that responded to President 
Lincoln's first call and served three 
months. The colonel at the head of both 
regiments, John W. McLane, bad served 
as a voluut^er officer in the Mexican war, 
and distinguished himself as a master in 
organization and dri l l The First Sooth 
Carolina had a similar history, for it was 
formed out of the disbanded First South 
Carolina of the provisional army, called 
into being by the convention when the 
state seceded in December, I860. That 
regiment was made up of old militia com­
panies and volunteers enlisted to serve the 
state six months. 

This provisional regiment and the one 
formed out of it were created and led by 
t h e s a m e c o l o n e l , M a x c y G r e g g , w h o b a d 
been a volunteer officer in the Mexican war 
and had acquitted himself as an able dis­
ciplinarian and ma-ster of drilL And it 
happened that at the very time to a month 
and almost to a day, when CoL Gregg waa 
getting his" Palmetto men out of old har­
ness into new and touching them up with 
his Mexican war reminiscences, CoL Mc­
Lane was doing the very same thing with 
his Keystone boys. The Eighty-third was 
rendy for orders in the fiill of 1861, and the 
First South Carolina also. Each went to 
their respective stations for assignment to 
place in th<? line, and both began their 
fighting carvers on the same day and on the 
same field, within long range rifle shot of 
each other. The Pennsylvanians num­
bered about 550 men, the Carolinians but a 
trifle less. They were not directly opposed 
upon that fiVld, Gaines' Mill, June 27, 1862, 
nor upon any other, except at North Anna, 
Va., May 2l„ 1864, but were engaged for the 
whole three years in the opposing armies 
of northern Virginia and the Potomac, 
often on the hwime battle ground. No fanci 
fwl comparison could heighten the parallel. 
The regiments started fairly equal, and 
both were in the thickest of the fight with 
varying numbers engaged and varying 
losses in different battles against metal 
tempered by the same heat. They emerged 
with a net result almost equaL Oh, no, 
'twas not a duel, but 'twas "very like" it. 

The South Carolinians struck hard lines 
in that first fight at Gaines' MilL They 
were brigaded with four other regiments 
from the same state, and Col. Gregg be­
came leader of the whole column. Busi-
neKH opened by an order to charge upon 
Capt. Edwards' regular batteries, support­
ed by Gen. Warren's regular infantry. As 
often happens, the poor fellows were com 
pelled to stand idly and look death in the 
f a c e a l o n g t i ime be fo re t h e w o r d c a m e t o 
"go." The First was in the front line and 
made Its way slowly under fire from the 
b a t t e r y t h r o u g h a t a n g l e d t h i c k e t . A s 
soon as it was clear of the thicket and 
about to spring across an open field War­
ren's brigade charged upon it. and 
with one deadly volley, like a blast from

inferno, swept the front ranks from the

dered the regiment to retire by-f i l ing 
through the intervals of the second Una

tog the enemy at ten paces. Excited men 
often rushed ahead of their ranks and 
grappled ia deadly combat; officers used 
their pistols and fought man for man. In 
the last hours or moments* perhaps, of the 
band to hand straggle the First lost its 
quota for the day and came oat minus Si 
killed and 119 wounded, a total of 143 out 
of 888 taken into the fight. Its command­
ing officer. Maj. McCrady, was among the 
wounded. The next afternoon the Eighty-
third Pennsylvania charged upon that 
railroad cat, then defended by other trpops, 
and lost 2 commanding officers wounded 
^ quick succession and 97 men out of 234. 

In the Maryland campaign, followiug 
Second Bull Run, the South Carolinians 
shared in the bloodless victory at Harper's 
Ferry, and late on the bloody 17th of 
September double quacked to Antietam 
just in time to mingleitheir dead with the 
fallen around the Danker church. The 
First lost 84 men out of i ts roster of less 
than 150, A t Fredericksburg, in December 
following, it again found a warm corner by 
one of those accidents of battle that do-not 
lessen the sting of bullets even if they win 
no victories. Gregg's brigade occupied the 
second line in front of a position charged 

• by Union-troops. Owing to a misplacement, 
there was a gap in the front IiB9 and a 
Union charging column burst throughand 
struck the First's companion Wgtraent, 
Orr's South Carolina Rifles, BO sudden!? as 
to throw it into confusion. The First 
stood next to the Rifles, and i t s ̂ Com­
mander immediately swung it arotmd at 
right angles with the old Unesototofttfffet 
the enemy's advance. Again the fight 
raged at arm's length, or a few paces at 
most, and the regiment stood i ts ground 
until supports reached the spot. The affair 
cost 5 officers and 15 men killed and 4 offi­
cers and 58 men wounded, 82 in a l l 

Gregg wan killed in the gap trying to 
right things, and another colonel of the 
brigade, Samuel McGowan, took oommMnd, 
giving his name to the organization. The 
First would have been wiped out at Fred­
ericksburg but for the return of i ts wound­
ed to duty and the shrewd Confederate sys­
tem of conscripting into old organizations. 
By the time "StonewaU" Jackson, who 
was its corps leader while - he lived, 
was once more on toe warpath to double 
up the Union army, the regiment had 
picked up a fighting strength of 800, and 
started out on Sunday morning, May 8, 
to drive old "StonewaUV wedge home 
to the heart of Hooker's camp at Chancel-

lors' House. It was not as plain sail ing aa 
was expected, for Sickles' Third Union 
corps was moving In the same direction 
just ahead of the "Johnnies" and wouldn*fc 
be hurried even to suit IjeeV'Invincibles." 
The First regiment passed in splendid line 
over a bare knoll, at the base of which 
Sickles' men lay under coVer. The Caro­
linians stood it so long as men could and 
then ran back, with the enemy at their 
heels, to a line of breastworks in the-fear. 
They made a stand at the breastworks and 
the pursuers took a turn at punishment 
and then at running away. The First lost 
12 killed and 88 wounded, 100 in alL with 
7 officers among the fallen. 

The Carolina brigade marched to the field 
of Gettysburg in J uly with well filled ranks. 
Gen. A. P. Hill was their corps leader 
in place of the dead "StonewalL" With 
him they assaulted Reynolds' corps fn Mc­
pherson's woods on July L As at Gaines' 
Mill, a battery confronted their advance 
and rained shell and canister into the ranks, 
chiefly upon the First regiment That bat« 
tery was doomed. One piece was the prfaSeof 
the First, and they dashed forward without 
a halt until their banner was floating In the 
town, the first Confederate flag in Gettys­
burg. One day later, almost to an hour, 
at the other flank of the same field the1 

Eighty-third Pennsylvania fought gallant­
ly to defend Round Top with success ecjual 
to that of the Carolinians in their charge. 
The First lost 1 officer and 19men killed; 6 
officers and 94 men wounded—120 in all, 
which was more than half its membership. 

In the Wilderness battle on May 5,1864, 
the Firnt led its brigade and division in an 
attack on the Union left on the Orange 
plank road, and at the same hour its 
double, the Eighty -third Pennsylvania, 
had the place of honor fn a Union attack 
on the Confederate (eft along the Orange 
t u r n p i k e , a c o u p l e ot m i l e s d i s t a n t . B o t h 
regiments suffered in the ensuing three 
days, the First with a loss of 16 killed and 
114 wounded, besides 6 officers killed. 

At Spottsylvania a week later the First, 
reduced to a handful, entered the "Bloody 
Angle" with Its brigade in the forlorn at­
tempt to hold its assailants at arm's length. 
I t s c o m m a n d e r a n d 5 o t h e r o f f icers w e r e 

wounded, the second in command killed, 
a n d t h e r a n k s l o s t 19 k i l l e d a n d SI w o u n d e d . 
Ajt t h e e n d o f a n o t h e r w e e k , a f t e r a l m o s t 
two years of this eccentric dueling, the two 
regiments met fairly at Jericho Ford, North
