He was elected su­
perior judge in 1678, re-elected In 1685 and 
when ex Governor George Hoadloy wont 
to New York In 1987̂  Judge Harmon re­
signed from the bench to become tho 
head' of the firm of Harmon, Colston, 
Goldsmith and Hoadley, which represents 
several railroads and other large corpora­
tions and with which firm he will continuo 
hla connection. 

When Judge Harmon restgned in .1887 
Governor Foraker'-appointed Judge Will­
iam Taft, now United States olrout Jadgo 
and formerly solicitor general, to the va­
cancy. -
