first syllable of the name is a corruption 
of "dog," m i n i n g a spine or dagger. 
"Dogwood, as being peouliorlj' free from 
ollex, le used by watchmakers and optl-
elan*in nleantng watobes end lenses. The 
bitter bark Of the dogwood I i used also as 
a substitate for the bark *f • tbjs^ef uvlan 
quinine tree; DORWOOC! is notably of slaw 
growth, and in all thlokly peopled regions 
the tree Is reoklenely desponed for the sake 
of Its blossoms, so that the supply of the 
wood for ooni merolal purposes Is not Uurge.
