W|Ulftm O'Defl, wlw» wei» sentenced f3ro,m 
Gsjiesee county Nor. 14, 1894, to s*rve fc 
yoky terms to the Erie county peniten­
tiary for burglary, made a bold attempt 
toeesape. 

Both m m are employed In the overall 
factory. J u t at dusk, while Keeper John, 
Hantaan « w walking down the aisle ol 
the workshop O'Dell approached hlin with 
a garment In his hand, Hannan euppoeed 
that O'Dell wlahed to call attention to 
mnu fault in the work and allowed him 
to approach. O'Dell suddenly threw hla 
arms around Hannan, pinning hla anna 
to nia ride. Keeper Crosby aaw the movo 
ami ran towards the men. 

Wil l iams, who had moved into the aisle, 
watched Hannan's revolver from hia belt 
and, turning i t on Crosby, ordered him to 
throw up his hands. Then Williams took 
Crosby's revolver and passed It to O'Dell, 
and both mon were armed. Ordering the 
keepers t o walk towards the floor, the con­
victs held their guns close to the keepers' 
tides and threatened to ahoot if they made 
a false move. Just as the party came to 
the door a third keeper, named Bardies, 
cams in. He, too, was ordered to hold up 
his handa and say nothing, on pain of 
dea£h. A s the first four men passed onto ! 
the door Bnrdlck slammed the door ehut 
and !u!aittlLitt*i!,y gavu the alarm, which 
lumxnaned all the keepers and guards to 
the shop. 

Hearing the alarm, the two convicts 
abandoned their prisoners and made a 
rush for the big gate, which had just been 
opened t o allow the entrance of a wagon. 

Xho gatekeeper saw the prisoners com­
ing and despite their threats to ahoot If he 
moved, h e hurriedly shnt the big gates 
and than fled for hla life. Two ahota were 
fired at h im by the baffled convicts. One 
shot struck the prison w»U Just la front 
of the gatekeeper and the second just be 
hind hint. The convicts ran hard up 
against the gate and tried to get it open, 
but without anooesa. Just then baM a 
doses l ines were brought Into play by the 
guards and several ahota that scattered 
the dirt a t the feet of the baffled men were 
fired. The prisoners capitulated at ooos 
and were ehaofclad and are now In dmn-
"geon*.
