tug the uerr-.vt.-y f a l l and forciu^ the 
water in to a canal leading to the tur­
bine This rartnl is partly cut into the 
ground and partly banked, s o that a» 
the turbine a fall of B 4̂ feet is obtain­
ed. The volume of water changes from 
18 cubic feet a second in very dry sea 
sons rn 106 to 141 cubic feet a serond 
in very wpf «pnso»is With an average 
of 35, rrtr-ie fV et the turbine is gur.run

Vforlc of the Motor*. 
The pmall motor is fixed and drives 

the pumrs for the statics, a straw cut-1 
ter, a turning lathe, a grindstone and a 
large band saw, which cnu cut logs of 
thickness op to \1% inches, the latter, 
how«ver, <»nly with the aid of tb<» larger 
motor The larger motor is niotnj'<il on 
iron whfeln. and, together with the 
thrashing machine, can be put into any 
barn, to IM> connected there with the 
ele«-trie current by a small cable. The 
silos are built in a semicircle around 
the last barn and can be reached, to a 
distance of 500 feet, by cable attach­
ments. The distance of the motor from 
the turbine is then about 1,800 feet. 
The system of handling the motors is 
so simple thut any farmhand can readi­
ly understand it. The turning of a lever 
admits the electric current, which, im­
mediately puts the motor in operation 
to i t s full power. One machinist, who 
is stationed at the turbine house, super­
intends the entire plant, handles the 
turbine and dynamo, and from time to 
time inspects the motors when in oper­
ation. One farmhand can attend the 
thrashing machine and the large motor. 

Xiow Tension Current*. 

The cost of the works was $13,876, 
of the electrical plant f7,140. The 
working expenses, including interest, 
wear and tear and $385.60 salary for 
machinist, were $1,428 a year. 

Therefore the 84,000 horsepower used 
during, the year cost $1,428, or 4 1-5 
cents per horsepower per hour., And as 
ten incandescent lamps represent one 
horsepower, the burning hour per lamp 
costs-abont four-tenths of a cent. As, 
wi th an average working t ime of 9 1-2 
hours, 70,000 horsepower could easily 
be developed during the year, if there 
were any use therefor, the cost per 
horsepower could be reduced one-hal l 

Formerly 8,860 hundredweight jof 
grain was thrashed by steam, -requiring 
400 hours, or 45 days, and 6,940 hun-
dredweigbt by a Goepel machine, re* 
quiring 8 horses and 600 hours, or 70 
days. The time occupied for pumping 
and straw cutt ing was about the same. 
For sawing logs into boards and kin-: 
dl ing wood $288 a year was paid on an 
average. The total, including light, 
was $1,718; 60. This shows a difference 
of $288.60 a year in favor of the eleo-
tric plant. Another advantage is that 
now fear horses can be dispensed with,' 
and the remaining horses are always 
ready for ttse. How great this advan­
tage is, especially during the harvest, 
or whi le the fields are being manured 
and prepared for the winter, need hard* 
ly be mentionoii Other advantages* are 
thar the electric l ight is cleaner, safer 
and more agreeable. The fact that pow­
er i s always ready enables the farmer 
to employ h is hands at once in thrash­
ing i a case had weather or some other 
reason prevents them from working in 
thef lelda 

The disadvantages are that in a dry 
summer the water may run low and 
thus occasiojQ interruption in the run­
ning of the machinery; but, as during 
the dry season few lights are needed 
and the large motor i s not used, this 
disadvantage is really trifling ^effi­
cient water can always be stored to fur­
nish power for loading the accumulator 
and working the small motor. 

The cnrreBte used are all of low ten­
sion and harmless to human life. High 
tension currents require more precau­
tion, but could be used to more advan-
tage o n larger f i rms..
