Chriatitnity had penettated into the 
remoto orient at a very early date and 
was krjowu among the abnrjginai Celte 
and Britons before ISO A. JX Tho 
eentnry that followed the doatb of 
Christ saw a oonntleee army of wnthn-
tiastio diaciplea who gave ap their live* 
to tho propagation of bit teaching* It 
WM thogteateafcof all tho xnlationBry 
oentnriea. 

Only peacefnl moans were emplojod, 
pMsnaeinn and argument, prayer and 
ertuTering, indefatigable teal abd imx-
baustibie devotion. The'moral and re­
ligious obstacles vreie TOperhnnian in 
their nature. Religion had degenerated 
on all sides and given way to * maw of 
auporat̂ tious, atagioal practice*, necro­
mancy mnd the like. The temple* were 
only too often dens of infamy and tbo 
fine arts only tho eonroes of abominablo 
temptations. Socially the teachings of 
Ghriatianity offended the customa of the 
antique world in rogard to woman, the 
•lave, the poor and children, tho moral­
ity of an elevated and ipiritnal roouo-
theism maal natnrally ooafliot with 
that of • degraded and camples and 
material polytheism. 

The greatest obstacle of Chiiatianity 
was that noted by St. Panl, tho im-
morality of pagan life, In tho words of 
Professor Jowelt, thogroateet admirer 
of the heathen writers most admit that 
in this point there is between tts and 
the ancients a fixed gulf, jkieemtions-
nesa and cmelty, twin growths, mark 
the pablio life of the anoienta abont the 
time of Christ. The theater was dogxarled 
to obtoene pantomime, and the relifioaa 
worshipof tho desaihad beocras the hps= 
rid scene of the circus and the amphi­
theater. 

For the majority life had but few 
and low use*, and for tbo minority it 
had no Thine or sanctity. Yet Christian­
ity trintnphed over all and built tip 
again the tool and the character of the 
Greco-Roman people. We can only 
judge of the mnltitnde of common 
Christians by their heroio endttranoe 
and the traditionaof their simplicity 
and sanctity, But wo know that Chris­
tianity attracted many from the highest 
ranks of Boman sooiery. . 

Not to speak of the noble oonTarti of 
8 t Panl, wo find among Che primiUye 
Christians illuBtrions Boman matrons 
like Fomppnia Gneoina, the wife of 
the conqueror of Britain, and Flatia 
Domitilla, thewlfeof th8,Ohri«tian con­
sul, Flavins Ckmens, both of them near 
relatives of the t^pexors Vespaiiao, 
Titus tmd Doiaitisii Ee^ntulsoovexiea 
in thecatnjxmibofBt. P*i»oill* M Bom* 
show beyond; doubt that before tba yea? 
300 A. D. the proudest family of. Borne, 
the Acilil Glabrianot, was Cbristian, 
and many epitaph* of the oataoowba 
abow clearly that about the. samp tima 
the descendants of Oicaro, Attiona and 
Seneca were Christian. Buried in the 
cataoomb*, among the homblett Chris­
tian*, were the ohildren of the Maxuni, 
Valerii, Cseoilii, Ranpohli, Basst and 
many others representing vaifc aoon--
nmlations of land and money that 
gradually drifted into the possession or 
administration of the Christian society. 

The rapid ooavarsion of tbo Qreco-
Roman society is rightly looked on as 
miraoulotiB, Neither before nor since 
has any religion triumphed'oter tncsh 
obstaoles with such amaaing rapidity or 
measured itself for »w long a jttoo 
against sooh oterwhelming odd*. All 
thoinfluejQoeaoftheworldandalltheitt-
tereata of the oontempoacaty aooiety. wera 
opposed to it. It was » moral miraolo 
that it rose auperior to all, and i t waa 
to regaxdod by all those most likely to 
titter « correct opinion, tho eaiHeat 
Christian bishops and writer* -: 

The, hlitoriau Gibbon cxbibiU gr«»t 
prejudice and iujnstioe in dealiug witk 
this rx̂ irjd of CbrisHanity. Ho aaaigna 
five causes or r^ia^s why tfa* .n^rw.^ 
ligion had a natural and oaay.ykkiry.. 
But these cansos are thcmaelves "effeota 
of some higher oauso and ne'od them­
selves to bo explained. Morooter^.their 
fortunate comhinatipn at this timt de-
manda a rational explanation. Gibboia. 
omita entirely the oominahdiag and in­
spiring personality of Jeans Christ and 
the implicit faith in his divinity tmd 
power, the ratidnaliat historian is the 
highest product of the tonool of Vol­
taire, but bo is too partisan and too sa­
tirical to boa calm and just arbiter be­
tween paganiam and Christiaai^f. He tmAjtnA^
