Ground has been broken for a new 
building for the Nazareth Convent and 
Academy, which is now located a t the 
corner of J a y and Frank streets. T h e 
institution, which besides the mother 
house of the Sisters o f ."t. Joseph i n 
this diocese, has also i ts Norma l 
School and its Boys' Academy, has 
for a long t ime been i n need of more 
room. 

The site chosen for the new bui ld ing 
is on Dewey avenue, thz new boule­
vard off Lake Avenue , and work Has 
already been commenced. The new 
structure will be bui l t of stone and 
wood with a center wing 72 feet b y 5 0 
and two side wings each measuring 3 5 
by 87 feet. The whole frontage will 
be 142 feet. A l l these wings wi l l be 
three stories high. 

The building will b e set up on a 
high elevation in the center of a lot 
measuring 900 feet front and 1 ,600 
feet deep, which will be graded and laid 
out in lawns, walks a n d drives. 

There rail be large school rooms, 
both for summer school and perma­
nent school sessions, large dormitories, 
reading rooms and assembly bal ls. 
The bui lding will have the beat 
modern apparatus as t o plumbing, hot 
water heating and venti lation. The 
l ight ing of the bui lding both b y day 
and artificially a t n ight has been pro 
vided for. 

The building will be i n colonial 
sty le and when completed wil l b e one 
o f the finest structures in th is par t o f 
the country. I t is stated that the 
cost wi l l be 130 ,000 .
