Some general rule, hold, however, 
and these readily may be counted up­
on. First, It will be better form for 
waists to be used in common wear to 
button at the front, not at the back, 
as we have seen ao many worn even 
by women without maids or relatives 
with the time to spare for closing and 
opening other folk's fussy waists, in 
the newer modes the fastening at the 
back is kept for dressy blouses, even 
It npt elaborate ones. 

For a waist, be dressy without be­
ing fussy. One simple style in which 
the new white waists are made has 
the neck rounded, an inch lower than 
the collar line. The sleeves stop at 
the elbow with a frill, the bodice 
closes at the back with small peart 
buttons and buttonholes. Black velvet 
ribbon runs under (not through- gui­
pure entredeux, and ties in knots 
where It escapes from, under the in­
serting at the back of the bend of r_e 
elbow, and coquetishly at the side, in 
front. 

Black velvet is much used on the 
new white waists which are meani for 
afternoon use in the house or the 
country. The width is from bait an 
inch to an inch, and the new mode 
requires that i t be ran under a.bit of 
embroidery, or through some hand­
made buttonholes before the ends are 
(knotted. Beading as a trimming for 
separate waists is not among the 
fresher fancies.

While embroidered muslin Is the 
first choice among materials for sepa-
nut oodicea, anything soft and pretty 
la used, and dotted muslin i s not out 
of favor, even among ready-made 
blouses. 

Sleeves of the new white waists, 
iwhea they are not short to the elbow, 
are v^ry long, quite close, and finished 
with a soft cuff, plain or edged with 
a narrow turnover and closing with 
three pearl buttons. That i s a hall­
mark of Che new mode—three pearl 
buttons. 

There are no evidences that cuff­
link- will be required to complete the 
new -waists, nor are studs tor the raa-
tenlng of the front of the waist among 
the probable worries of summer. 

All effects are long, from the neck 
to the belt; plaits stitched flat, on 
either edge, narrow tucks with Inser­
tion. 

'Yokes are uncommon on the new 
waists. They are becoming to many, 
however, and when the effect is de­
sired, it usually Is brought about by 
an arrangement of trimming, rather 
than by actual cutting of the material. 
A bodice of dotted white batiste shows 
lines of ruchIT__ a t the corsage, ai 
yoke-outline of tinted pink guipure, 
and a finely plaited inset at the neck) 
of the dotted batiste. The collar is 
of pink guipure heM in place by four 
small pieces of featherbone, two just 
at the back of the neck, one set slant­
ing under either ear.
