Photographing a Bursting Bubhle.

In & recent lecture Lord Rayleigh
iised as illustrations some photographs
he made three years ago of bursting
soap films. Photography gives the fol-
lowing account: “Each was taken by
the light of an electric flash lasting less
than one-miilionth of a second. The
soap fllms were broken by means of let-
ting a bullet, wetted with alcohol, fall
through them; a dry bullet would go
clean through them, perhaps, a dozen
times without breaking them.
