In Guise's" regiment there w a s Ser­
geant Arthur Davlee. -who was popular 
with bis eomraaea He w a s superior 
In birth and education, to the ordinary 
run of noncommissioned officers, and 
was, besides, remarkaolo for hie great 
stature, hfs Immense physical s t rength 
and his handsome personal appearance. 
He had been active In obtaining: re­
cruits for the regiment, and In conse­
quence received a greater amount of 
pay and enjoyed a better position than 
others nominally of the same rank. A 
frank, manly, fearless Engrliah soldier, 
he had Ingratiated himself even among 
the dour and sullen High-landers, and 
was regarded by them with less ani­
mosity, probably than any other sol­
dier in the regiment, a The sergeant was 
an enthusiastic sportsman, and so lit­
tle did he fear any treachery o n the 
part of the mountaineers that h e fre­
quently set out on shooting excursions 
over the wild moors alone or attended 
by & single gllly. 

On the morning of Sept 28. 1749, Ser­
geant Davlea started off alone w i t h hla 
fowling piece to shoot over a moor not 
far dJstant*from Brae-rr.ar. When night 
fell he did not return to h i s iiuaj-ters, 
and the next day passed without any 
tidings of him. On the third day a 
search party was sent out to scour the 
district for the miss in^sergeant . but 
was unable to find the slightest t race of 
him. A week passed, a month,, and 
still no sign of the lost sergeant of 
Oulse'a 

Five years passed, and the mysterious 
disappearance of Sergeant Davles had 
not been accounted tnr. Even h i s com­
rades) had ceased to speculate over It. 
Nor would it probably ever have been 
eolved but for one man, who had stvorn 
never to cease his Inquiries and inves­
tigations until the murderers of Ser­
geant Davles were brought to Justice, 
This man was James Small, formerly 
an ensign in the Earl of London's reg­
iment, .and now steward of the estatP 
of Strowan. which had been forfeited 
t o the crown through the attainder of 
the faalrd as a rebel. Small had known 
Sergeant Davlea well; they had fought 
e t Culloden together, and had subse­
quently met often while Guise's regi­
ment was quartered in Braemar. The 
new steward of Strowan w a s a deter­
mined and consequential man. He 
Xlroug-ht It was a slur upon the gfovern-
men "he served that it should be unable 
to discover and bring to Justice the 
murderer of an officer of the army, and 
he deem,ed it incumbeht upon himself 
t o remove that slur. With pat ient, 
l ogged perseverance, and the keen hi-
atlwst of a born detective, he set him­
self t o the task of discovering the per­
petrators of the crime, and at last suc­
ceeded. "Bit by bit he joined together 
stray pieces of evidence until h e had 
a case sufficiently strong to Justify hlrr 
securing the arrest of ttfo Highbinders 
—Duncan Terlg, alias Clerk, and Alex­
ander Bain MacdonaJd.- The fowling 
piece belonging to the murdered man 
toad been found in the house of one of 
'them, and trinkets and valuables, 
toown to have been the property of 
Sergeant Davles, had been seen In the 
possession of both" men. 

The prisoners were arraigned before 
Che lords of session a t 7 o'clock o n the 
zooming of June 11, 1754. Then there 
was made public the strange s tory of 
the manner In which the crime a n d its 
perpetrators had been discovered, 

Alexander Macpherson, of Inverey, a 
tarnquservant, aged 26, deposed t h a t one 
night in the summer of 1750, wh i le is 
bed tn a sheading (the long turf-thatch­
ed outhouse in which Highland farm 
servants slept. In beds ranged along 
the wall), several others being a t the 
same time in the said shealing, then? 
entered a man dressed in blue, who.ro 
Jae took to be the brother of a neighbor, 
Donald Farquharson, of Glendee, who 
(jmme to hie bedside and beckoned him 
t o come out. Maopherson rose and. fol­
lowed] the figure outside the door, 
whereupon the person fumed and saldf 

"I am Sergeant Davles;" then, point-
tag t o a moss, or tract of swampy land, 
known as Christie's Hill, added, "You 
will find my bones there; g»o and bury 
-them at once, for I can have no peace, 
jsor wil l I give you any, unt i l my bones 
sue buried, and you may get Donald 
yarqaharsom to help you."
