No matter how carefully yon, use j 
them, embroidered piec&jft will soil 
and lace pieces grow dingy, and, 
unless you do them up wJttfcexa^OsJle 
care, become shabby and stiittgy 
with the first washing. Many a beau* I 
tiful bit, for that matter, has been I 
ruined in the pressing that follows j 
hard on the heels of the last stitch 
of making it. 

Anything tbat la embroidered with 
Bil̂  must never be washed in hot 
water, for colors have a way of fad­
ing (and even of running) and white 
of deepening to an unspeakable yel­
low. Of course, pieces embroidered 
with white cotton or linen thread are 
exempt from this law. They may be 
washed with, no particular regard for 
anything except getting them exqui­
sitely clean. 

In ironing lay the embroidered 
place (which has been washed in a 
suds a little more than, lukewarm, 
squeezed out between your palms 
and rinsed thoroughly in cold wa­
ter) face down upon the cloth. Just 
aa,lt cornea oat of the. rinsing .water, 
with the excess moisture sQueesed 
out, but still thoroughly wet. Cover 
it with a bit of muslin (an old 
handkerchief, the bigger the better, 
will do), and with a warm iron lit-
erally press It, passing over the piece 
heavily, but as quickly aa possible. 

Take off the handkerchief and go 
over the piece with tbe iron, press* 
Ing lightly this time, except over pos­
sible creases and upon heavily padr 
dad bits. 

If the edges are fringed, brash 
them out with a small, stiff brush 
kept just for that purpose, or with 
one of the little flat wire brushes, 
which makes It look almost like new. 
With scallops, give the edge an extra 
heavy pressing, to make them stand 
ouj plainly. 

Be sure to iron until the piece la 
perfectly dry, watching out espe­
cially for the heavy heads of flowers, 
which, unless dried the way through 
are apt to spoil the smooth, pretty 
effect of the piece by making the 
linen around them pucker as though 
rough dried

fine; add 1 cup sugar, 2 eggs. 1 ta­
bles poonful flour, a small piece of 
butter. Stir all together and bake 
between two crusts. 

Ittce Pyramids. 
Boll rice aa usual and turn into 

small bowls or cups, to cool. Serve, 
turning upside down, heaped with 
crushed strawberries, sweetened with 
powdered sugar and a layer of 
whipped cream on top. 

Strawberry Shortcake. 
Sift together one and one-half cups 

of flour, half a cup of cornstarch, 
four m level teaspoonfuls of baking 
powder and a half a teaspoonful of 
salt, and work in half a cup of but­
ter. Add milk until a rather soft 
dough Is mixed. Divide the dough in 
halves, put into two tins and bake 
separately. Butter the cakes and put 
together—with strawberries mixed 
with sugar. Serve with cream.
