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The most dangerous feature of re­
cent bomb outrages Is not their num­
ber, though the Increasing frequency 
of such outrages, indicating aa it 
does that the ranks of the anarchists 
are ever being re-inforced, ia a mat­
ter of tao greatest concern to every 
civilised Government in the world. 
The most alarming s ign is the con­
tinual Improvement that is being 
made in t h e construction of bombs. 

Recently, In various countries, 
bombs have accidentally exploded in 
the handa of their makers and have 
created havoc over quite a wide area, 
in more than one instance wrecking 
whole floors of hotels or houses. 
Then, too, the number of persons 
who can b e killed by & single bomb is 
now mucb greater than It wns when 
thefce engines, of destruction were 
first introduced 

The t ime has not yet arrived when 
a man or group of men can destroy a 
<-lty, but bombs are becoming more 
and more powerful, and anarchists 
are becoming, apparently, more and 
more numerous. AJJ a matter of fact, 
however, t he great majority of bomb 
makers a re unable, owing to lack of 
education and ski l l , to make full use 
of the means of destruction at the 
command of a clever chemist. When 
such a man as Morales, who threw 
the bomb at King Alfonso, turns 
anarchist, the result can t>*> appal­
ling He was a profound student of 
rht-mlstry and a practical chemist, 
and he made a bomb which Htprally 
Bi-attered death 

The ordinary anarchists and Rus­
sian Terrorists are far from possess­
ing Morale's skil l, though the Rus­
sians have among their number seve-
-a: able bomb makers Even in Russia 
however, the deathu due to the acci­
dental discharge of bombs have re­
cently been almost aa numerous as 
the assassinations. In Warsaw, for 
lnhtance, m roomful of the mangled 
remains o f bomb makers was found 
after one explosion. 

A writer in a French paper de­
scribes some of the methods at pres­
ent in use of manufacturing bombs 
and Infernal machines. The num­
ber of explosives that can be used Is 
remarkable. The easiest bomb to 
make, and, therefore, the one that 
has been most employed by terror­
ists. Is Bet In operation merely by 
turning It upside down This Is gen­
erally made of a good-sized tin bis­
cuit box, o r any similar box It it 
lined and padded with paper and 
more than half filled wi th a carefully 
prepared mixture of chlortfte of po­
tassium and ordinary sugar Into 
this a small bottle of a certain acid 
Is Introduced, and the rest of the 
space In t b e box Is filled with nails 
and scraps of metal. 

The lid having been, soldered on. 
the machine Is ready for use All the 
anarchist h a s to do Is to place ths 
boi upside 4o#h at the place wh$rs 
he wants t h e explosion to occur and 
then to taike to aid fleels. The add 
quickly e i t $ tHrough tne cork of the 
bott le, mlagles with the chlorite of 
potassium and the bomb goes off 
with disastrous results to any hap­
less person of persflni who may 
chance to b e in the vtelhity. The lat­
est improvement In this, class pf" 
bomb ! l to eo te r^ye bof wtffi a.

It Is said that a 
recent invention permits a bomb of 
l iquid air being set. off from a dis­
tance at any time chosen by the an­
archist by means of a wireless cur­
rent. This would render the discov­
ery o f the perpetrator o f the jxlme 
practically Impossible.

A Pre-Kmlnent Industry. 
The handy l i t t le buttons, which 

does Important doty to-day not only 
as a convenient fastening but a s a 
decoration, has been in general use 
for a comparatively short Uqio. It 
was not t i l l the reign of ElUxftbocb 
that button making became an in­
dustry, though prior to that t ime 
buttons, usually made of precious 
metals, were used by the people of 
wealth. 

The first button establishment in 
this country la supposed to have been 
founded i n Philadelphia prior. to 
1760. La>te in the century anotlher 
factory was started In Philadelphia, 
where wooden buttons were made, It 
wns necessary at the t ime of the Rev­
olutionary War to import the buttons 
used by Continental- soldiers from 
Prance. The first metal button fac­
tory In Waterbury, Conn., whleh 
is now the center of the metal button 
Industry, was established Just prior to 
1800. 

Samuel Wlllston, of Easthampton, 
Massachusetts, founded the industry 
of manufacturing by machinery bat* 
tons covered with cloth. The process 
has been greatly Improved until now 
nearly all the work Is done auto­
matically. Until 1893, however, the 
last ing and other parts used t o cover 
Buttons were imported. Now for the 
most part, they are made in this 
country.
