At the state receptions the order of 
precedence l» regulated by the law of 
presidential succession passed under; 
Mr. Cleveland's administration. Tbej 
president, of course, is arst After J 
him comes the vice president. Alter j 
this the chief justice ranks all offl-j 
ciala of the United States. 

The vice president being "heir ap­
parent," he precedes at social official 
functions the ambassadors and minis­
ters. On New Year's day tne diplo­
matic corps is always received first by 
the president 

There is an opinion afloat that the 
chief jestice should rank over an am­
bassador hut this does not seem to 
be gaining ground, though at times 
there are hot controversies • over it. 
The chief justice and tne judiciary 
rank cabinet officials; but they are 
not expected to stand in the line at 
ttate receptions at the White House. 
This is tbe prerogative of the cabin­
et. 

1 be newspapers sometimes give the 
Impression that all these question* 
of precedence are tbe affair of th* 
ladles as all matters of etiquette are 
in American cities generally. This is 
erroneous. A chief justice himseif. a 
general of tbe army, an admiral of the 
navy would make it a matter tor 
serious consideration were hia place 
taken by another. 

Here tbe governor of a state, by 
the way, cornea, after a general in 
the army or an admiral in tbe navy. 

The diplomatists represent their na­
tions, and by courtesy they precede 
in ail countries. The precedence of 
an ambassador or minister is not a 
personal matter; he considers the 
dignity of his sovereign or his coun­
try. So careful' are the diplomatists 
—tbe heads of embassies or legations 
—that they may without offense in­
quire of a hostess when they accept 
an invitation where they are to be 
placed. If there is to be a guest of 
honor from the country of the ambas­
sador or minister he must not have

ministers take tbe rank of their nus-
bands. And naturally if a woman— 
a widow,' for instance—should give a 
dinner, the ambassador's wife should 
be taken in to dinner by the most 
important man in rank. The host 
take* in tbe wife of the ambassador 
and the hostess the ambassador. 

At dinners given' by diplomatists 
there is no record that the vice presi­
dent and the secretary of state have 
been invited at the same time. The 
reason is that the secretary of state 
Is constantly in close relations, with 
the diplomatic corps, and a senti­
ment of delicacy forbids the invitation 
of the secretary to a dinner where he 
would be ranked by the vice presi­
dent, with whom the diplomatists have 
scant personal relations. 

The president doet not accept In­
vitations to dinner or receptions in 
the houses of the foreign diplomats. 
If he should do so he would—in the­
ory, though many of the diplomatic 
houses are in reality owned by Am­
ericans—let foot •on alien territory. 

The1 relet for diouer* at tbv#htte 
house are so simple and exact that 
there is never a break in the comfort 
of the guests. A chart in- the^hands. 
of an aid shows where a guest is to 
tit and he is carefully Informed by 
another afd whom he la to take is. to 
dinner. The president occupies at
