QUEER STUNTS BY WIRELESS

Cause of “Freakishness” in Mouaau
Is Being Studied, but Appnan
Hard to Explain,

——

There are still many mysteries about
wireless, and one of Its most striking
focts as a sclence 18 Uts freakishness
No one knows quite what it will de
next. There are same factors that are

apparently tnexplicable.

The mystery of what are known as
“dead” spota is receiving special atten-
tion. One of the modt troublesome of
these spots Is to be found over the Red
#ea, a day out from Aden. Ships
steaming through this zone can get no
wireless messages whatever. As soon
as they puss out of It messages are
recelved with perfeat clearness.

Other lovalitles are known as
“gcreened” zones. In these the pres
ence of lron or other ore 1o the earth
18 belleved to be the source of the trou-
ble. It is only 'with dificulty, for ex-
ample, that tnessages can be trans
mitted across Spaln from west to east,
although sending them from north to
south entails no trouble. Experts say
that the waves are absorbed by min-
aral depoalts In the mountalns of the
intertor.

Sume zones are remarkable for thetr
conductivity. This quality Is partico-
larly noticeable In Paclfic and Austra-
lfan waters

sunset affects wireless In some lat-
itudes very curlously, though nv one
understands why, Many stations have
reported that messages received In
England from Paris at sunset have be-
haved In a most extrdordinary fashion,
assuming “jazz” characteristics that
render them at times very load and
clear. and at others almost inaudible.
