This sum is more than twice the 
amount spent for the snoie purpose 

'ten years ago. 
In a total of 680 citte reporting 

commmnity recreation leadesriibjp, QM. 
eondnet 6.5&1 playgrounds arwrirecrea-
tion centers under paid leaders. In 
196ft when Theodore Roosevelt and 
other* organized the association, only 
41 cities had playgrounds and recrea­
tion centers with paid leaders. 

1,200,000 Play Daily. 
- Approximately 1.200,000 w a s the re-
ported dally average of ciuudren and 
adults at the summer pluygrounds o[ 
the country in 1923. This figure is rour

Tire- result 
of an "uaieontroHed1' rest, to which the 
workers usually sraoleed and chatted, 
w a s an increase of 8,5. Music In­
creased the output 5&S per cent; tea, 
1.4 jer cent, and a walk, 1.C per cent. 

Observation in factories showed that 
systematic rest pauses were almost al= 
ways followed by a slight t>at genuine 
Increase of ontput, especially b y the 
slowest workers.
