He waas ordained at
23 and returned to Mexico, where he
shortly becaxne Rector of the Jacona
College, Zarmora. later he was a
teacher of t heology a€ San Joaquin
College, in t he Federad Distriet.
When he was 39 he was appointed
Bishop of Tehuantepeer, and in 1908
he was made Arehbish-op of Mexico
City, a post which he mad since held.
When the nridical Qpueretaro Con-
sitution of 1917 was promulgated,
Mora y del Rlo signed
the protest which wvas made in the
name o©f the Hierarclhhy of Mexico.
Through the dificult n ext tew years,
he va& foumad to be a comrageouns
leador.
