In Geneva, where many other 
groups n o w concentrate their activi­
ties. Catholics, it is pointed ou* In a 
prospectus issued by the Circle„ "are 
to a s ta te of marked Inferiority 
with regard to organization., "in 
spite of the fact that, more and 
more, Catholic statesmen, students 
aad intellectuals of all grades f3nd i t 
necessary to visit Geneva and take 
part in i t s international life-

F o r Exchange of Ideas. 
"Up t o the present time, th«ero i s 

no place where this elite may meet. 
It is a matter of urgency that there 
be provided such a meeting place. 
where it may be possible (or Ca-thollc 
personalities from different countries 
to make friends, exchange Id eass.worfe 
together and consult docunaen tatlon 
inspired by the doctrine o l the 
Church." 

"By tike unity of their fait3i au<l 
doctrine,'* the prospectus continues, 
Catholics' may do much t o further 
that bringing together ofth« p-eople-s 
of the earth which already has be­
gun and is being carried on . "Here 
Catholics have their part t o p3ay,"it 
declares, "and they lack neitharer i n ­
fluence nor good will alone a re lack­
ing the place and the meant*. The 
new Catbolle Circle of (Jene-va i s 
designed to provide both." 

Outlining the purposo of t h e or­
ganization, the preliminary state­
ment of the Circle is emphatic in de­
claring tbat the body will co t be a 
propaganda center, and that at will 
be "completely Independent" o f a l l 
International agencies possessing 
headquarters in Geneva 

The first move to establish such a n 
agency came about in September, 
1927,wnen a number of dlstingrolimed 
Catholic personalities of all countries 
assembled here and appointed a pro-
visional committee with the power to 
draft statutes for such a circle?..
