the hasty decision of a board which 
has no official standing with the gov-
eitinient and whose chairman 1.'

'•v.liieh would not look with favor on 
a lilm of this nature.

After Holy Mass the Delegates will 
proceed to the election of the Mother 
O n e r a l . The Apos|ollc. JfJelegate.

I'nion Proposed Years A g o 
The idea o f uniting the various 

communities of Sisters of Mercy in 
the t'ldted States, is not a new one. 
As ear ly as 1905 the Apostolic Dele­
gate, His Eminence, Cardinal Dio-
niede Falconio, was, together with 
the local Ordinaries, instructed by 
the Sacred Congregation for the 
Propagation of the Faith t o urge 
the Sisters of Mercy to unite into one 
Religious Institute under one Gen­
eral Superioress. But the t ihie was 
not r ipe for such a union. About 
a year ago, twenty-seven of t h e enm-
niunities, addressed to the Holy 

•Father a petition asking permission: 
to amalgamate . T h e Holy See 
granted their request. 

Thirty-eight communities have re­
sponded to this wish of the H o l y See, 
and wi l l be represented at t h e com­
ing General Cnaper. Other com­
munit ies , for good reasons, wish to 
cont inue as they are. at least for the 
present. It i s expected that in time 
all the Sisters of Mercy in the United 
States wlil be united - under one 

! head. 
Only two communities in New 

York State voted to amalgamate at 
this t ime . They are: Gabriels. N. 
Y,. and New York City. N. Y. Here* 
tofore the Sisters of Mercy in each 
Diocese have been a separate and in­
dependent unit, and al l who did not 
vote to join the general chapter of 

the order will remain so . T o e Roch­
ester Sisters of Mercy did not vote 
favorably upon the proposition.
