"The eye will often stand, apparent­
ly without strain, perhaps more nbusa 
than any other part of the body," says 
Miss Hathaway, "but that does not 
mean that it \f not registering it i un-
happiness. Many nervous disorders 
may he attributed to eyestrain.
