At this point the Supreme Pontiff, 
with fatherly affection, exhorte and 
entreats those erring sons who, de­
cided by false hopea. have gone to 
swell the ranks of socialism, to re­
turn without delay to the bosom of 
the Church which they have done ill 
to abandon. 

Remedies for Evils 

The Holy Father then passes on to 
indicate with greater precision the 
remedies for present evils. 

With keen insight he observes that 
the r06t of the disorder, botii in the 
raodorn economic world in general 
and in socialism, lies in men fixing 
their eyes on earthly goods without 
heed of God and of things eternal. 

The principle remody, therefore, 
must be applied to the root Itself by 
raising up men's hearts and minds to 
God and filling them with nobler and 
purer aspirations. To this end the. 
first Urgent need is thai men bend 
their efforts t o a serious, improve-
inent of manners and to the estab­
lishment of the reign of justice by 
which the whole social and economic 
order should be inspired.
