They are 
economical, especially now with 
sugar selling at its lowest price in 
many years. 

Qatxtce and Apple Preserves 
1 2-3 cups sugar 

1 -pound fruit, half quince and 
half awoet apple.

Pare quinces. Slice and remove 
seeds. Cook in about four times 
their measure of water until they 
are tender. Pare sweet apples and 
cut t h e m In medium thick slices. 
Cook t h e apples In a small amount 
of wnter until thoy nro tender. Drain 
off tho jalco from both Hie apples 
and the quinces. Add tho sugar to 
tho j u i c e and boll the mixture for 
five minutes. Add tho fruit and boil 
It until i t Is thick and clear. Seal 
In glass jars.
