Father Welgel was born here on 
May 7, J«S1, and I* the oldest Re-
deinptortst in North America. He. 
Is also the first RedemptorUt born 
la. tfeia jcottntrjf who ha» lived to 
celebrate such an anniversary.

I only brother, Charles E, Welgel 
.and family Uve at M Î yndhurst 
Street,and are Jlfe-long parishion­
ers, of St, Joseph'* Church, the Re-
deraptorist Church in Rochester. 

Altlwugh -father Welgel has 
served a* Superior 0/ the Baltimore 
Provlnee, 'the largest of all prov­
inces of the Redemptorist Order in 
the world and in which the Roch­
ester Redemptortsts serve, he nev­
er was stationed at St. Joseph's 
! Church. 

He began hi* classical studies at 
Niagara University in IMfl. Three
