'•Youth is, and very fortuaatwly 
so. Idealistic. Under proper guld> 
etnee It readily accepts and follorw* 
high Ideals, without such guidsneo 
youth also readily accepts and fol­
lows low Ideals. In other wordi, 
wuth naturally tends wmowbnt 
owsrd the extreme—toward the 

high.or the low, rather than Co­
ward the middle of the way, or If 
you will, toward the mediocre. 

"Unfortunately, the Ideal* of the 
modern world are largely medi­
ocre; Indeed, many of them are 
exceedingly low. In fact, it would 
hardly be an exaggeration to uay 
that the modern .world hat In vary 
great measure lost its idtals. Acul 
particularly la this true with re­
gard to the Christian Ideals ol 
marriige and the fami ly^ , .

Shaslsid In any program for youtfj 
today Is this: the Ideal of the) 
Church, Inaofar as the great ma­
jority of mankind Is concerned, la 
msu-rlafe and parenthood. The 
Church recognises euid gives her 
approval to three normal elates of 
Ufa: marriage; alngle bltwednet* 
In the world; tingle blessedness In 
religion. The first of these Is con-
tldered lood, tht second bettor, the 
third be»t But this does not mean 
that the single life is better for 
tverybody, or that the religious life 
(t best for everybody. Ae tile 
Church tees It, I believe, them 
three elates as* only good, better 
and ben when regarded In them­
selves. But ff we look at them 
with regard to particular people, 
the order of good, better, best may 
bt reverted. 

"Beyond any question, for the 
vakt majority of people, marriage 
U by far the beet thing. 'The ein-
glo life In the world would maim 
them, and perhaps life In religion 
would ruin them.' Everything de­
pends on the Individual's circum­
stances, hia temperament, hl« 
health, hla tUilllty. bis Inclinations, 
above all, his grace*. It is my per­

sonal conviction that we have in 
our day swung too far from thin 
general Ideal of the Church, name­
ly, the ideal of marriage and par­
enthood for the great majority. It 
la my conviction, In other words, 
that too many arc remaining un­
married. 

"It must be understood, of 
course, that if the single life In 
the world be adopted, it must be 
adopted for the Kingdom of Hea­
ven's sake. It must be done on the 
basis of good motives. Many of 
those who have not married most 
assuredly have- very good' reasons 
for their choice. But, on the other 
hand, how many do you suppoee 
there are who do not marry sim­
ply became they prefer ease, con­
venience, luxury-M easily attain­
able In our modern city life and 
that modern god. freedom, to the 
unquestioned hardships of rearing 
a family? . . . 

"Such motives are not for the 
Kingdom of Heaven's sake. They 
are low motives. They ore basically 
selfish motives. And seiflsnncss t» 
the antithesis of Christianity It u 
quite the opposite of the ideals of 
the Church.
