CommuaUm pro* 
fssica to be a philosophy of life, a 
philosophy from which tied and re* 
liglon and democratic forma and 
human rights are to be excluded 
3 philosophy In which a godless 
undemocratic atate demands blind 
obedience and slavish; subjection on 
the part of ita entire citltenry. 

Hatred /of Religion 
As a philosophy of life Commun­

ism touches every aspect of lift 
with Its godlcsanesa and its tyr­
anny. As on active propagand­
ising force in the schools. In tho 
tabor unions, in the various groups 
and Institutions Into which life in 
America resolves Itself, Commun­
ism must bo of concern to every 
American who believes In the pres­
ervation of religion, of the home, 
of justice for the worklngman and 
of American democracy. 

Communism particularly hate* 
religion because religion defends 
the fundamental rights of man. 
Therefore, all religious minded men 
and women must stop the progress 
of Communism. Communism par-

I knew these words ot the Cap­

tain to be untrue, for I had heard 
their conversation with the words, 
"Kill him" ringing In my ears day 
and night for these paat weeks. I 
knew al*o that he could neither 
read nor write; that no messenger 
hss either come or left us during 
ffte paat month, so I merely smiled 
and continued my prayers. 

Preparing my soul to meet my 
Cod was of greater Import than 
argument with Captain Chang. I 
felt that I was soon to part with 
the captain of my captors to meet 
the Eternal Captain into Whose 
service I had been called. There 
wa* neither fear nor uneasiness 
now or at any previous time for 
we had been, blessed with a sen­
sible unconsciousness that Divine 
Providence was watching over us 
during all these nine long months 
The fallowing few days seemed to 
pas* more quickly, for the end 
seemed near and we prayed and 
trusted In Mary, our Mother, thai 
after this our exile, she would 
show us her Divine Son. 

A Plea for Mercy 
Again the argument among tho 

men, and as I prayod I recalled 
my companion's (Wu'si words. "T)o 
not kill the Mhen Fu -do not Id I1 

the Shen Fu." I do not recall all 
their conversation, for I prayed as 
death seemed very near. Then Wu 
came and placed his hands upon 
my shoulder and said "Shen Fu 
Captain Chang wishes to spoak to 
you; we aro going homo." With 
these words Wu stopped aside. 
Captain Chang stood before mo 
and addressed me in those word* 
with which this story begins. 

As we roamed about tho woods 
stumbling nlong tho path on to t'.ie 
road snd Into Llu-Tn-Kou. with joy 
and thanksgiving In our hearts for 
those of our follow priests. Broth­
ers and Sisters, our parents, our 
faithful Christians and our rela­
tives and friends throughout the 
world, whoso prayers, safriflrcs 
and whoso untiring efforts hid 
won for us tho grace to lakp up 
again our vocation of making 
known to the souls of my adopted 
country, the sd Whom they know 
not 

The events of the lost seven*! 
days from LIU-TR-KOU to the mis­
sion have been told. Our hearts 
happy and thankful, wo yet hun­
gered from nine months without 
Him Whom we Knew we would 
'soon find in o>ir little mission 
chapel at Tung-Hua. Kneeling be­
fore tho Blessod Sacrament It 
seemed that the past nine months 
had been but one long dream. May 
this cross, which I bad offered for 
the conversion of souls and for the 
success of the mission, bo th<> 
means of bringlhg more souls to 
know Him —graces and blessings to 
those whose sacrifices and prayers 

procured my return, as it has 
brought to me the graces snd bless-
tngs promised to those who take up 
their cross and follow Him.
