Th* confusion of the 
Seminarist was io grttt that he 
took the Pope's hand In both hla 
and kissed it repeatedly. In the 
gesture of drawing tht Pope's hand 
to him the papal ring slipped off 
th* Pope's finger. The Pope with 
great patience took the ring from 
him and put it on his finger again 
and again blessed the young man. 

Another time a woman seized 
the Pope's finger* with such force 
that the ring slipped oft.
