t*achen on problem* of reading 
in th* iicondaty tchool. 

In apeakinr before teiohir* of 
grade* 7 and I on tht tubject, 
''Measurement of Progreu tn 
RMdiflf." he ttriued the Irapor-
tanca of teachlnjt reading tkllle 
approprlat* to vtrloua purpoaen, 
rather than juit teachlnt read­
ing. He laid: "We read for dif­
ferent pnrpoiel a t different 
time*. Occa*Ion»lly. and eipeciaU-
ly in »tudylng oertaln achool «ub-
Jtot* Ilk* mathematlca and *ci-
eno*. we read for exact detailed 
underttendlngf. Mor* often in 
adult life w* retd t o obtain th* 
main Idea of whole paragraph* 
and article*. In luch ntuationa 
reading for extot detail ia a 
hindrance to rapid graap of maOn 
Idta*. "Children muat be taught 
to adapt their reading; hablta to 
thair purpoaa* In reading. Wham 
we meuur* their progress In 
reading, w* muit ua* t«eu that 
will metiur* progr*** In tklll in 
th* different kinds af reading 
they do," 

At the aeaalon attended by 
teachen In gradea * to 12, Dr. 
Findley tpok* on "The Irapro»*-
ment of Reading In Secondary 
School*." He outlined th* grow­
ing importance of developing 
reading ability beyond level* of 
achievement retched by the end 
of grade. 5 or even grade I. After 
citing th* finding of tht recent 
Regent*' Inquiry Into tducation 
In New fork Stat* that 10 per 
cant, of high achool **nlot* can-
not **«d aa well a* th* averas* 
eighth grader, he «rant on to 
argue "th* old tyMem of teach­
ing reading presumed that only 
certain bailo aWlle of word rec­
ognition and tinttnc* recogmi-
iron needed to be taught and 
the** were t o bt taught before 
graduation from s ram m a r 
tchool, by which ttm* mott pu­
pil* had dropped ont of achool. 
Today for various reaaone w* 
have virtually all th* children of 
all th* people continuing in our 
tohoola for twelve yeara It ia 
time to reconsider our problem, 
to decide what we can do t o 
teach children to read In tit* 
longer ipan of education," Dr . 
flndiay proposed that every 
teacher in a eecondary school 

consider It hi* or her responsi­
bility to learp about the reading 
difficulties of his pupils through 
a teitlng program and to help 
children t o learn how to read the 
material i n hli *ubj*qt at a pre­
condition to* understanding; the 
ideas contained In it. 

"Catholic ichoola. Interested in 
th* total growth of tht child, 
muat lead the way in developing 
an tfftetiv* health education 
program in order to lift their 
children from poor or passably 
fair lualth to buoyant, vigorous 
living/' declared Mr*. Bllimbtth 
S«natnof7,"'*fX, R.N.. o f S e w 
Tork. "Teachers, who art them-
selves In excellent health and 
awart of the lisrna of poor 
health, can find practically all 
Children with grosa pbyilcal de­
fects, and can and should arutd* 
them to secure mtdlcal attention. 
Becaui* about M per cent, of ail 
learning l» obtained through 
sight and hearing, every teacher 
muat find thou papila with de-
fectivt tight and defective hear­
ing. A special eight connrvation 
ciaaa ehouid be available to any 
pupil with a lerioua eye defect, 
and a teacher trained to givo 
special Instruction in Up reading 
for the hard of hearing child 
should be in every achool. Be­
cause many parents may be in­
different or unaware of the Im­
portance of correcting defects, 
the school mult both find the de­
fects tnd urge th*lr correction. 

"A porton'e state of health is 
largely In bia own hands. There­
fore the school must arouse In 
Its children a deilre to know how 
to be well, and a determination 
to do those things which keep 
them well. Teachers, accurately 
Informed tn the principles ojf 
healthful living, muat present 
facts baaed on scientific Investi­
gation rather than Impression 
gained front family custom, per­
sonal bias, advertising and fads, 
and therefore they must prepare 
themselves to teach health as 
they prepare (or history or any 
other subject. In nutrition alone 
enough knowledge ia already 
available which If it were taught 
and made to function tn the live* 
of people would increase their 
efficiency and happineai a hun­
dredfold. 

T h e greatest problem today In 
health education Is motivation to 
Intelligent health behaviour. Mo­
tivation in the elementary school 
must be based on the natural de-
alrea of childhood, the desire to 
grow, to be liked, to be attrac­
tive, and to be successful In what 
he Is doing. The teacher must 
help tht child understand that 
what he eats, how much, he 
eteepe, and how he lives affect 
his growth, hit' attractiveness, 
and hla success. 

"Because Catholic achoola are 
a part of the Catholic Church 
the standard in lighting, ventila­
tion, and general decency aa well 
aa equipment, play apace, safety 
measures, and th* like muat be 
of tht highest rank. The child 
learn* constantly from all th* 
conditions about him *s well as 
fr&m what happens to him. Th* 
teacher's plan forth* achool day, 
the use of rut periods, the at­
mosphere of the classroom in ad­
dition to the actual teaching help 
or hinder the child in reaching 
the full development of all his 

power*."
