Establishinent of Legation

On Aprll 1, 1848, scon aftor the
heginning of the Pontificate of
Pope Plus IX, the United Statea
oatablizhed a Logation at tho Foly
8oe and, Jacab L. Martin hecameo
the firat’ Amerioan Minfater (o the
Papal States.

It is recounted in the volume “U.
8 Ministera to the Papal States,”
edited by Dr. Leo Francis Stock of
the Cxthallo University of America,
and published by the Anmerican
Catholic Historieal Aasoclation,
that President Polk in his meszngo
to Congress, December 7, 1847, stat.
ed that “the interosting political
ovents™ then In progresa in the
Papal States, “as woll as a just re-

rondered “highly expedient’ tho

proposal ta open diplomatic rela-
tions, Trade with the Papal States
never actuslly reached large pro-
portions, however.

There thon appeared items [n the
defloiency appropriations bl in
Congress providing for ""an outfit
and the salary of a charge” at the
court of Rome. They woere rotained
in the bill as 1t passed, but there
was, says Dr. Stock, prolonged de-
bate, especialty in the Houze of
Representatives. “In the Sonate,”
he aays, “the religious phase of the
question played a minor partin the
debate.”

The diplomatic relationa thus
eatablixhed continued for twenty
years with no interruption In the
triendly (oolings oxisting holween
the two governments, Dr. Stock reo-
corda that when Mr. Martin reach-
ed Rowme in 1848, “his recoption was
cordial in a high dogree.”

The protext offered by Congress
for refusing to continue tho appro-
pristion for the Mission was the
erroneous charge that the Ameri-
can Protestant Church had been
ovdered outside the walls of Rome

It
whs asked whethor the argument
advanced for tho closing of the
Mission would not apply with equal
foree te Constantinople and Spailn,
and whether the rule had not ex-
isted at the time tho Mizsion veas
established; it was urged that the
United Stiates should dbe adoquately
roprosented at Rome for the pur.
