eyes of the nation." 

The first guard of honor that 
stood beside thp blor of Trotsky-
was composed of official represen­
tatives of the President. 

Vicente Lambardo Toledano con­
demned the murder of Trotsky 
and so.d that the Confederation of j 
Mexican Workers, which he heads, 
indorses the Investigation being 
made to determine the orijgin of 
the crime and the possibility of 
foreign influence intended to show-
up Mexico In an unfavorable light 
as "a disordered nation " 

The Confederation of Independ­
ent Parties had called for the im­
mediate dissolution of the Mexican 
Communist Party because it will 
"hamper the„ functioning of the 
next adminlstrauon" just as tt: has 
"hampered the work of President 
Cardenas" 

The Mexican Revolutionary Par­
ty issued a press statement con­
demning* yie assassination which, 
it said, has wounded both "the hu­
manitarian sentiments of Mexicans 
and' the principles 0f the McLean 
Revolution which estarrfrsfj respect1 

for human dignity." 
Mexican Communists seek to at­

tribute Uie murder of Trotsky to
