Jewish Road To Marriage

In one of my little pamphlets, I referred to an 
article on Jewish Marriage Brokers that I had read 
fn "The New Yorker." A kind friend picked up and 
sent me the- announcement of such a broker, and 
Fve been reading the pleasantly eajsy-on-tbe-eyes 
green advertisement with real interest For us who 
have a pretty hit and miss system of finding part­
ner* for our children, I think a little study of this 
Jewish technique, which I understand is quite com­
mon, might be profitable. 

Th* Isdy who runs the agency, announces herself 
as' a Matrimonial Consultant. N But she cannot be 
consulted by phone or letter You must come and 
present yourself personally. Interviews are private 
and secret, but parents wishing to secure suitable 
husbands for their daughters must present them­
selves In person and be inspected. 

She explains her profession quite frankly. "This 
letter is senf to you .with the thought that yon may 
have a sister, daughter, relative or friend. Interested 

In meeting someone worthwhile for 
A l o n g the purpose of marriage. Too many 
__ - j - _ people so to resorts or on sea trips 
TltC W*,y with ' marriage in mind, and return 

with a receipt, dishonorable proposals, 
or contact vtith a person to whom marriage is 
furthest from his mind . I have spent time, money 
and effort en my clientele, who have honorable in­
tentions, as well a* financial qualification! appear­
ance, education, and family background.' 

"I am a'young American myself I use the utmost 
discrimination in selecting my clientele. Thossr -OF 
Ing my service may And not only security but ro­
mance. Long courtships aro obviated. You can 
eliminate waste of time and possible heartache . . . 
Thl* 1* not a haven of last resort False pride and 
vanity need not hold you back. Let me do for you 
what I have done tor so many." 

We then learn that »he dessls only with Jewish-
Americans, of good income* and without physical 
defects. The girl must be free to marry, over eight­
een, in faith a Jewess. Gentle-men must have good 
family connections and submit to careful Investiga­
tion. 

Candidly she explains why some men need this 
odd service, "Thty are so taken up with their busi­
ness ar profession that they have no time for so­
cial contact*. They may nob have found the girl 
they loefc for. Thty do not care to Ond a wife by 
.flirting or honking a horn for a piefcup. Besides, 
wt frankly lavit* gentlemen to accept, our service. 
We introduce them to young ladles who are decent, 
respectable, and *erion*-mlnded. We help them to 
avoid centering their affections on the wrong type 
of indiyldu*t» 

And'her pexoi$Uon is clea*Iy directed to parents 
who want to see their daughters w»H married in 
•»t* * 

She does net list by name, bat she immediately 
art*r* by profession and description, especially of 

Qnstnces, men she guarantees aht can produce fee 
the right clients. 

These men range from real estate agent* ta 
doctors, they include men with their own busi­
nesses, auctioneers. Jobbers, accountants, printers, 
foremen in fur establishments, salesmen, manufac­
turers, and on* motion picture executive. 

She seems to distinguish her social classes. Thus 
we have Gentlemen. Nice Appearing Gentleman, 
Aristocratic Gentlemen, and just Y o u n g Men. 
Widowers Appear though not In large numbers; we 
have a refined widower of 45. a high class widower 
whose daughter has been married: a widower ef 
59 who wmnts to try It again 

FTelghls are slu-ayj given The shortest man aim­
ing at marriage is five feet six. the tallest is six 
feet 

Finances are always listed sometimes in detail: 
Income. 130 00 or $7500 a week, or 13.500 a year. 
Top incomes art two salesmen with $7,500 annually f 
but no one earns les* than 12.90000 Their trad* or 
profession is only one step ahead of their cars 
Thas one man drives a Chrysler, another an Olds- . 
mobile, most hsve cars and some "besutiful, high 
priecd cai-s." 

Racist suspicion is thrown on the motion picture 
industry when she says emphatlcsily that the pros­
pect Is veî r well Americanised. Two of the pros­
pective clients have tried it before and are divorced. 
Only two confess a college education. 

I have been assured by Jewish people that th* 
marriage arranged in this fashion are highly suc­
cessful. Us view 0? IBe number of "love matches" 
that hie themselves to the" divorce courts. 1 don't tee 
why not. Perhaps the age old custom of the Jews 
has much to be said tor it. Something might b* 
tried to stave thst romantic sad rocky institution* 
known a* American marriage. 

As I watched the municipal "dean up the city", 
parade, the sight of the youngsters bothered me. 
They were armed with brooms, with mops and 
shovels for the cleanup of the town. I wondered 
hove many of them went right home and helped 
mother wash the dishes or dad clean out the base-
meat. Or are we most devoted to those activities 
on which the spotlight is turned? •*"
