more content with their lot Hence 
tha camp choien (but not Identi­
fied by tha reporter) waa one of 
tha National Guard divisions. 
"Moat of Ita offlcere are of the Na­
tional Guard with a sprinkling of 
regular army officer*. Of the men 
•bout 60& are of the National 
Guard while 40% are selectee*." 
"Life." saya th* Tablet, "is read* by 
millions." It Is alao a stater pub­
lication of Time." Both publlca-
tlona are wall over to the left of 
center and are out-and-out inter­
ventionists. Since they have brok­
en the "conspiracy of silence" the 
COURIER cannot be blamed for 
letting its readers know what they 
have revealed.
