Clergy Eligible To , 
•Buy Autos Under 
Rationing Rules 

WASHINGTON (HO - Mem­
bers* of the clergy, along, with doc­
tors ond oUier» engaged in "essen­
tial services," are Included in the 
lijt o f eligible purchasers In the 
regulations issued today governing 
the rationing of approximately 
340,000 new automobiles now in the 
hands of dealers *nd manufactur­
ers. * About 140.000 of the 310.000 
new cat* all of which are to be 
rationed within the next twelve 
months, will be made available for 
sale to eligible civilian Buyers be­
tween March 2 and May 31, Price 
Administrator Leon Henderson sui-
aounced.

Mr. Henderson announced, 
the new ears wilj bc^rnade svatit-
able against certificates issued by 
local rationing boafds. The tire
