I writes the bishop. "Last year 
I the French Government granted 
•citizenship to all the subjects of 
the French colonies. This gener­
osity Is not wet] understood by 
the masses. The breakdown of 
authority has logically led to 
another crisis Involving Indus­
trial and commercial enterprises. 
The native, now a French citl 
*en. refuses to work, or If he 
rhooses to work, exacts unreas- , 
onnbly high wages. The danger 
of the situation is aggravated by 
a handful of ringleaders who 
teach the common man Comrau 
nistic theories.
