After the war Dr Michaux was
decorated with the cross of the
Leglon of Honor, and at his death
a square in the French capttal
was named for him.

ALTHOUGH the !wo wars
caused great losses among Its
members the Federation today
has nearly 5.000, soctetirs with
close to a milllon members It
has furmshed a good number ol
international champions. Since
the death of Dr. Michaux. the fed-
eration has been headed by Fran-
cois Hebrard, law professor at
the Catholic Institute of France.
