living) wage, and to> tx repre­
sented 1>y agents of their own 
choiee in settling grievances and 
disputes." 

UK OBSERVED that the Bish­
ops supported the Wagner Xdtbor 
Relations Act when f t was still 
In the proposal stage t iH934, and 
In their statement a t that time
