Last October President Truman 
sent to the Senate, a few hours 
before adjournment, the nomina­
tion of General Clark to be U, S. 
Ambassador to the State of Vati­
can City. It would have marked 
the first time this country ever 
had an ambassador of the United 
States at the Vatican. However, 
because Congress adjourned that 
same day, the nomination died, 

A STOBM OF protest was 
raised against the nomination in 
Protestant circles, and before 
Pwsldenf Tmman could resubmit 
the nomination of General Clark -
to the second session of thC'82nd 
Congress in January, the General 
asked that his name he with­
drawn. 

President Truman made It 
plain then that he would submit 
another nomination for this post 
to,the Senate "at a later time". 

He indicated in February that 
he was looking for a suitable 
nominee for the post. He said In 
April that tee was not ready to 
discuss the question whether he 
would name another ambassador 
to the State of Vatican City.
