Privileges: 1—In the Churches 
and on the days designated by 
th» Ordinary, the Association of 
the Ladies of Charity may cele­
brate with exterior solemnity the 
Mass of Saint Vincent de P a u l 
It m a y be High or Low. and fol­
lows the order of the Congrega­
tion of the Mission. 

2—The Directors of the Associ­
ations of the Ladies of Charity 
may attach to the Crucifixes of 
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the Associates, the Plenary In­
dulgence to be gained at the 
Hour of Death, either by the A s . 
sociates or the sick whom they 
visit, s o that the same crucifix 
may serve for the Associates and 
their s ick without having to- be 
reindulgenced. 

3—All Masses celebrated for 
a deceased Lady of Charity and 
those that the Association have 
offered for the decesed poor, en' 
Joy the privilege of the Indul­
gence o f the Privileged Altar.
