Vi teaspoon salt 
2 eups all-purpose flour 
i teaspoons double-acting-

baking: powder 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
S blanched almonds' 

Scald mirkTacici nutter, and set 
aside. Beat eggs until light, grad­
ually adding sugar and salt. Fold 
in sifted flour and baking pow­
der. Beat in hot milk mixtures. 
Add vaniila and almonds. Bake 
In 9x13 inch pan, greased and 
floured, in moderate over (350 de­
grees F.) 10 minutes, then in­
crease- oven temperature to 360 
degrees and bake 10 minutes 
longer. Frost with butter cream 
frosting and decorate with ap­
propriate symbols.
