Tho other night I watched a repeat of the 
DuPont Shove of the Week, "Two Faces of 
Treason," on the NBC network. It was an ex­
pose of Communist spy operations ln this 
country, and was extremely well done. 

There is nothing very significant about 
this, except for the fact that abtrat ah hour 
before I had just finished reading the August 
issue of The Priest, a magazine published by 
Our Sunday Visitor. Sty attention was drawn 
to an arttelc In the correspondence columns 
Which was signed by the MindstCnty Founda­
tion of Si ,LoH!ls. This group of Catholics fft 
has no official standing in the Church) has 
as its main preoccupation, anti-Communism. 

The Miftdszenty Foundation article (don't 
ask me whv it was put tn the letter colurnfi) 
charged that on our TV networks Communlsls 
propaganda is so disguised that "much of it 
ii sublimimuiy accepted by innocent viewers." 

It also charged, that "all the high drama 
of the liie-and-death struggl* between Com­
munist tyrnnrcy and freedom—the Red take­
over of a doz*n countries, the escapees from 
behind the Iron Curtain, the'missloiaarTel #ho 
saw Communism flee to face, the courage of 
the Hungarian Freedom Fighters sind of Bang-
