those who todty expect so much 
influence through their words 
by having acceis to tht orf»ris 
of public opinion. 

We must beg tba Lord for 
tht great and uplifting gift of 
speech (cf. Jer. t, o), to be 
able to confer on faith it* prac­
tical arid efficacious principle 
(cf. Rota. 10,17), and to en. 
•hie oû? word* to reach out to 
the end* of the earth (cf. pa. ' 
18, 5 and Hod. 10, IS). 

ZtaIfof*Ufurijy 
Hay w* carry, out the prescrip­

tions of the council'* Constitu­
tion 06 Saertd iituigy with 
seal and ability. And may th* 

.catechetical teaching of the 
Faith to the Christian people, 
and to a* many others a* pos­
sible? b#; marked by tht aptness 
of its language, the wisdom of 
its method, the zeal of itt ex­
ercise supported by the evldenca 
of real virtues, and may it 
strive ardently to lead its bear­
ers to the security of the Faith, 
to a realization of the intimate 
connection between the" divhw 
Word and life, and to th* il­
lumination of the living God. 

We must finally, refer to 
those to whom our dialogue is 
directed. But even on this 
point we do not intend to fore­
stall the council, which, please 
God, will sbon make its voice 
heard: 

Speaking in general en the 
role of partner fn dialogue, a 
role which the Catholic Church 
must take up renewed fervor 
today, we should Jike merely 
to observe that, the Church 
mast be ever ready to carry «n 
the dialogue with all men of 
good will, within and without 
its own sphere. There is no one 
-who is a stranger to its heart, 
no one in whom it* ministry 
has no interest It has no ene­
mies, except those who wish to 
be such. Its name of catholic fa 
-hot an idt* title. Not in vain 
has it received the commission 
tb foster in the world unity, 
love and pease. 

This Church i s not tihawara 
Of the formidable dtmenilofii 
of wefi a mission?

Threw Circles 

In speaking in this tvay, wo 
iply seem to &S slloprfe ouV-
selves to he) c*med>W«y in tbo 
cohtemr̂ latibB ipjt ;eur mission 
and to be §ut of touch with1 

reality w regards the actual re-' 
lations of mankind with the. 
Catholic Church, But that Is not 
so. We sift the concrete eitua-. 
tioa^ouito feleari?. To giva *. 
brief idea of i t « * think it can. 
be described as consisting of * 
series of concentric circles-
around the central point in 
which God has placed us. 

th* first of these circles Is 
Immense, Its limits stretch bey 
yond our sight and merge with 
tii* horizon. It Is that of man­
kind as such, the tearld. Wo' 
fang* the distance-that lies be­
tween ns and the world; yet' 
we do. sot consider the world 
1 stranger. All things human 
are bur concern. 

We share with the whole of 
mankind a common nature; 
human life with all Its gifts and 
problems. In this primary uni­
versal reality wo are ready to 
play our part to aeknowledgo 
the; deep-seated claims of Its 
fundamental needs, to appUud 
the new, and sometimes sub­
lime, expressions of Its genius. 

We possess, too, vital moral 
truths to be brought to men's 
notice and to -be corroborated 
by their conscience, to tlte bene­
fit of alL Wherever men era try­
ing to understand themselves 
and the world, wi can com­
municate with them. Wherever 
th* councils of nations come to­
gether to establish the rights 
and duties of man, we are honor­
ed when they allow us to take 
our seat among them. If there 
exist* in men "a soul which ta 

. naturally Christian," wa destra 
to show It our respect and to 
enter into conversation with i t 
Our attitude in this, as we re­
mind ourselves and everyona 
else, Is, on tha one hand, en­
tirely disinterested. We'hsva 
no temporal or political- aim 
whatever. On the other band, 
Its purpose is to raise u» and 
elevate to a EupernatnnLacn 
Christian level every foad hu­
man valoe In tha wor!d,Jve are 
not civlliiauon. but we promote 
i t 

Atheist* 
We realise, however, that in 

thi* Ilmitlesr circle there are 
many—very many, unfortunate. 
ly—who profess no religion. We 
are aware also that there are 
many who profess themselves, 
in various ways, to be atheists. 
We know that some of theao 
proclaim their godiessness open­
ly and uphold it as a program 
of human education and politi­
cal conduct in the Ingenuous 
but fatal belief that they are 
setting- iiieu free from false and 
outworn notions about life and 
the world and are, they claim, 
putting In their place a ccien-
f l fk eoneapt toa that \m In coo* 

formity with tha needs of mod­
ern progress. 

This Is the most serious prob­
lem of oar time. We an firmly 
convinced that the theory on 
which the denial of God is 
based is utterly erroneous. 

This theory is not in keeping 
with the basic, undeniable re­
quirements of thonght. It de­
prives the reasonable order of 

- the world of Its genuine founds. 
Bon. This theory does not pro. 
vide human life with a liberat­
ing formula but with a blind-
dogma which degrades and sad­
dens i t This theory destroys, 

f at the root any sodal system 
which attempts to base itself 
upon It. It does not bring free­
dom. 4It is a sham, attempting 
to quench tha light on the living 
God. 

We shall, therefore, resist 
with all our strength the as­
saults of this denial. This we 
do in the soprano cause of 
truth and In vhtua of our eao 
red duty to profess Chrisfand 
His Gospel, moved by deep, on-
shakable love for men and in 
the invincible' hope that modern 
man will come again to discos 
er, in the religious ideals that 
Catholicism sets before him. 
bis vocation to the dviliiation 
that does not die, but ever 
tends to the saturat and super­
natural perfection of the human 
Sp&it and ta which the jprar-n 
of God enables man to possess 
hi* temporal goods In p«>are. 
and honor, and to liv* m hope 
of attaining enurnal goods. 

These are the reasons which 
compel us, as they compelled 
our predecessors and, with 
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
