With this in mind, an ad­
visory committee to the train­
ing program has been estab­
lished. On it are people with 
limited vision who have re­
ceived training at one timo or 
other. They meet with the di­
rector of training once a month 
to discuss ways and means of 
improving the training program. 

Training is a tool. It can be 
used by the client or it can be 
used by the social worker in 
behalf of the client. Training 
enables a person to come to 
grips with blindness and its ef­
fects. If he can learn to get 
around,-he can do other things 
as well. . 

There is no better way to 
give a social work student in­
sight into the problems of the 
people he must-service than by 
blindfolding him and teaching 
him how to get about with a 
cane. While this experience does 
not fully represent blindness, it 
does give,, a person some idea 
of what it m i g h t bu like 
for him if he could not see. 

^advance" or "suppress" religion 
are legal under church-state sep­
aration provisions of the U.S.

The Anne Arundel County Cir­
cuit Court ruled here. 

Judge-0. Bowie Duckett de­
clared' that the Maryland legis­
lature "was in no way con­
cerned with religion" in appro­
priating $2.5 million for aca­
demic and housing facilities at 
two Protestant and two-Catholic 
colleges in the state. 

He said that a test whether 
the grants were constitutional 
involves the purpose or effect 
of the state aid. If they "ad­
vance or suppress religion," the 
grants are invalid and uncons­

"Such punishment of a per­
son innocent of any crime, un­
charged by any prosecutor, and 
unconvicted by any court makes 
our legislative tradition an 
empty shell, and juridical re­
sponsibility a farce. This is not 
p r o p e r law-making, and al­
though we might agree that 
those who propose it have good 
Intentions, its enactment into 
law is not true legislation, but 
ratheer 'playing God.' 

The argument for steriliza­
tion usually begins by stressing 
the rising cost of welfare for 
those in need, through no fault 
of their own. It ends with the 
complaint that thqse costs fall 
upon those who have, those who 
pay taxes, t h o s e fortunate 
enough to be well born and 
competent. But can we assure 
ourselves that a human race, 
physically stronger and mental­
ly brighter, will automatically 
become a better people? 

Regarding the claim by plain­
tiffs in the case that the grants 
violated church-state separation, 
Judge Duckett - observed: "It 
must be admitted that, regard­
less of the established law of 
separatioi 
eminent, this (church-state 
separation) has never been com­
pletely accomplished -and., would 
be practically impossible." 

He pointed to a wide range 
of state involvement with re­
ligion, such as lunches and. med­
ical and dentil services to pa­
rochial school students, tax ex­
emption for religious institu­
tions and the armed forces 
chaplaincy. 

The litigation was initiated 
against the State of Maryland 
and Gov. J. Millard Tawes by 
a group of 13 individual tax­
payers and the Horace Mann 
League of the U.S., a non-profit 
educational organization. How­
ever, during the long trial, the 
league withdrew as a plaintiff 
on the grounds that it had no 
legal standing in the case be­
cause the grants did not deprive 
it of property.
