It'will be two-weeks yet- be­
fore SicQuaid senior Eric Kenid-
rick can start breaking outd«or 
I rack records, hut the JKpiaihl 
runner can look back on a pro­
ductive winter indoor season- In 
that department. 

Kendrick, who hadn't run in­
doors before, won four rasces 
at Syracuse University's fiicld 
house and one at Cornell, and 
established four records in "the 
process. 

At Syracuse, Tie ranged fr-onr 
the 600 (1:14) through =̂the-
1000 (2; 17,6) and on up throBJgh 
the mile (4:24.2), breaking the 
existing marks by anywltere 
from 4 to "7 seconds in a re­
markable display of runreing 
versatility. 
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At Cornell, running on a flat 
track, he turned the 60O in 1:17, 
fastest schoolboy time there. I n 
his only non-record victory of 
the season, he captured an -in­
vitational mile at Syracuse i n 
•ras-^—. ^ ^ 

While he found the banked 
11-lap track at Syracuse much 
to his liking, Kendrick should 
find the longer straightaways 
outdoors even better suited t o 
his long-striding style. McQuaid 
coach Robert J. Bradley expects 
Kendrick to concentrate en_his_ 
favorite half-mile distance and 
rower his record there thrwnlxr 
thc 1:55 range. He'll also b e 
going after the broad-jump rec-* 
ord of 20 feet, 4 inches set b y 
Mike Spiegel three years ago 
and his own outdoor mile mark 
of 4T41. Another of h~Ts~ goals 
will be a victory in the open 
mile at the Penn Relays o n 
April 30. 

McQuaid's "middle ^distance 
ace lives a t 1199 Park Avenue 
in Rochester, and is a member 
of Blessed Sacrament" parish. 
He hopes to continue nis Track 
career in college, after h i s 
graduation from McQuaid this 
June. Right now, he is eyeing . 
Maryland, Maryland State and 
Tennessee State, three of t h e 
several colleges which have 
shown keen Interest in his tfac£E_i| 
talents.
