Legion of Mary meetings are 
to be set in an atmosphere 
reminiscent of the holy house 
of Nazareth. Mary's statue is 
given the place of honor and 
set on a sparkling white cloth 
with candles and flowers. 

No Legionary ever suggests 
that the statue of Mary be plac­
ed under the rug. No Legionary 
can visualize Christ at the door 
of the home at Nazareth ad­
dressing a friend from the door­
way with the words, "Just a mo­
ment, please, until I hide My 
Mother in a closet." 

Legionaries meet p e o p l e , 
many people, and are therefore 
aware that there are some Cath­
olics who fear that Mary is 
b e i n g downgraded by the 
Church, put under the rug, lock­
ed in the closet, so as not to of­
fend non-Catholics who do not 
view her with reverence. 

Some individual members of 
the Church may even feel this 
to be the correct approach to 
ecumenism; fortunately, these 
few individuals are not the 
Church. 

The documents of Vatican II 
show clearly the position of the 
Church. The Council's Decree 
on the Apostolate of the Laity, 
for example, says clearly: 

"The perfect example of this 
type of spiritual and apostolic 
life Is the most Blessed Virgin 
Mary, Queen of Apostles. While 
leading on earth a life common 
to all men, one filled with fam­
ily concerns and labors, she 
was always intimately united 
with her Son and cooperated in 
the work of the Savior In a 
manner altogether special. Now 
that she has been taken up Into 
heaven, with her maternal char­
ity she cares for these brothers 
of her Son who are still on 
their earthly pilgrimage and are 
surrounded by dangers and dif­
ficulties; she will care until 
they are led Into their blessed 
fatherland. All should devoutly 
venerate her and c o m m e n d 
their life and apostolate to her 
motherly concern." 

It is with great interest that 
members of the Legion of Mary 
read that paragraph since it af­
firms so strongly the instruc­
tions of the Legion Handbook.
