Can We Attract Others 
Without Unity Ourselves? 

Vatican City — (NC) — The Church needs among 
its people an "interior and spontaneous spirit of obedi­
ence" Pope Paul told his weekly general audience 
here " . . . so that the "Vatican Council's fruits may not 
be reaped in vain." 

The Pope admitted that obedience has been a fre­
quent theme in his rexent talks. But he said it clearly 
needs repeating "because-, pf a ^certain intolerance, a 
certain spirit of indiscipline and emancipation which 
keeps cropping up here and then) iri some sectors of 
the People of God, until recently completely exem-
lary in their observance of obedience.*' 

"It needs repeating, too," he said, "because of 
the necessity which lias arisen in this postconciliar 
period of internal cohesion within the Church. Hew 
can we have a renewal of spirit, activity and structure 
in the Church if it is f ot solidly united within itsejlf? 
How can we approach the separated brethren if di­
vision — even thougli purely in the realm of inten­
tion or discipline—diminishes the harmony which is 
and must be characteristic of the ecclesial society, 
cools charity and weakens our capapity to give an ex­
ample or an explanation of the faith to those who ask 
us for one?

New York — (RNS)—Grants 

totaling nearly $2 million were 
announced by the Ford Founda­
tion for projects relating to 
birth control and family plan­
ning educational efforts. 

The largest single grant went 
to the Planned Parenthood Fed­
eration, which will receive 
$400,000 for a program design­
ed to help communities make 
effective use of family plan­
ning funds that are available 
from governmental agencies.
