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The Rural Slums 

'The American People Move!'

(This is the last in a three-
part series describing the 
work of Project REACH in 
Steuben County, and the lives 
of those ~with whom It comes 
in contact.) 

The potato fields have been 
cleared o£ their produce. The 
season dx-aws to a cold end 
and the migrant families 
ready for the journey back to 
Orlando, Montgomery, At-
lata. Home. For many this 
has been a season to harvest 
hope, a season of contact with 
Project REACH (Rural, Edu­
cational and Cultural Hori­
zons), a promising season of 
•better lives ahead. 

Answering the needs of the 
migrants, however, is only 
one avenue of REACH'S activ-
ties. Now the seven VISTA 
(Volunteers in Service to 
America) workers and Fa­
ther Tijiothy "Welder extend 
their focus to the rural poor 
i n d i g e n o u s to Steuben 
County. According to Bob 
Floersch, a VISTA hailing 
from the Midwest, the new 
programs and their extent 
will be siiaped by the needs 
of the people in the area. 

Dan Finn, a VISTA from 
Rochester, remarked that six 
of the rural poor have con­
tracted with REACH for new, 
pre-fabrieated houses. "We 
expect a lo t more to join the 
program once these houses 
have been built," he said. 
This program is being car­
ried out with the Building 
Trades students at Alfred 
University in conjunction 
with tho Federal Housing Ad­
ministration (FHA). 

Perklnsvllle's clinic, which 
treated more than 50 migrant 
laborers and their families a 
week, during harvest time, 
will continue in operation. 
P r e s e n t l y five registered 
nurses and doctors voluntar­
ily staff this well-equipped 
medical center for two eve? 
Ings a w&ek. To continue also 
in Perklnsvllle is the cloth­
ing distribution center, which 
provides donated garments at 
a minimal cost. 

Responding to the needs of 
the comnaumty and a strong 
Interest in volunteer work 
from Itrtaca College, three 
VISTAS -will -open a center 
near Corning. Two VISTAs 
will continue work they and 
13 students from Bishop 
Kearney High School, (or 
ganized toy Father George 
Wiant) began during the 
summer i n Rexvllle. Father 
Welder and the remaining 
two VISTAs will continue to 
staff tho Perkinsvtlle center. 

Fathor Welder once re­
marked; "The greatest re­
source of America Is Its peo­
ple, rich and poor, regardless 
of socio-economic background. 
Indeed America Is Its peo­
ple." 

Volunteers come to REACH 
from across tho natioa Of 
the VISTAs, who are station­
ed at REACH, Gaye Mooro-
head Is Erom Colorado, Nor­
ma Martinet from Texas, Shir­
ley TrovLno'and Carol Park­
er from California. Bob 
Floersch remains a mystery, 
calling both Missouri and Il­
linois "home". 

From Rochester, there are 
both Dan Finn and Kathy 
Barrett Of the others who 
participate In REACH on T 
day-to-day basis, they are too 
numerous to name. Unfortu­
nately. Because they come ns 
the strength of a nation, ideal­
ism embodied in an ability to 
find concrete and construc­
tive solutions to the prob­
lems of t l ie poor. They come 
already esngaged In programs 
such as VISTA; and they 
come as individuals, Some 
for an honir, others for days, 
a few for a year. 

The people of REACH offer 
a promise to America: hun­
ger and thirst for bread and 
justice CAN become a cele­
bration of plenty. This prom-
lie can b e fulfilled only if 
everyone takes up the chal­
lenge to become "the Ameri­
can people on the move!"
