^ Cincinnati —(NO— The In­
ternational Alliance of Theatri­
cal Stage Employes and Moving 
Picture M a c h i n e Operators 
called Hollywood's motion pic­
ture rating code inadequate and 
demanded more effective meth­
ods of self-regulation for the 
industry. 

At the union's 50th conven­

The resolution said the pro­
duction code does not provide 
"an effective system of self-
regulation which can control 
the release in the U.S. of ob­
scene, pornographic or offen­
sive films made by independent 
producers, here and abroad, as 
well as by Motion Picture As­
sociation of America members."
