In the course of the workshop, 
Pope Paul's, constitution on the 
sacrament was praised for 
clarifying Confirmation as the 
completion of Baptism, the 
Church's first initiation rite. 

Sister James Margaret said that

study in Christology and theology 

of the Spirit She also said the 
diocese requires that students 
must have completed n inth 
grade, but the completion of 
tenth- and eleventh grades is 
emerging .as the norm

She-believes that Confirmation 
preparat ion programs' should 
involve the. entire parish, because' 
it- is primarily trie adult cofn-
munity whose witness is yital to 
the development of the faith life 
of the child. Parents, she- said, 
need to find the meaning of the 
Spirit in their own lives as their 
concern indicates to the child the 
priority the faith holds for them.
