representat ive black 
congregants. We strive to be 
supportive whenever 
necessary as well as being 
responsive to events, 
celebrations and programs 

sponsored by local parishes. 
In addition, we attempt to 
involve all parishes in the 
social ministry programs 
emanating from our office. 

The Office of Black 
Ministries is controlled by a 
functional Board of 
Directors which meets 
monthly in both Executive 
and full Board sessions. The 
Board of Directors, apart 
from the general governance 

of the office, also par­
ticipates in committees 
including those on liturgy, 
personnel, youth and 
finance. 

A constant effort is 
maintained to have a wide 
parish representation on the 
OBM Board of Directors. 

As a logical aspect of our 
diocesan commqnity in­
volvement, OBM has 
developed an ongoing 
relationship with the local 
black churches specifically 
through the United Church 
Ministry, and have 
collaborated on a number of 
major items including the 
forming of Anti-Ku Klux 
Klan committees and 
support for Haitian and 
African refugees.
