In response to the suspension of civil 
liberties by the Sandinista government of 
Nicaragua, a group of American Catholics 
has announced the formation of Concerned 
Catholics for Religious Freedom in 
Nicaragua.

The group plans to monitor Sandinista 
actions against the Nicaraguan Church and

The group delivered a letter to Nicaraguan 
President Daniel Ortega, while Ortega was in 
New York for ceremonies marking the 40th 
anniversary of the United Nations. The letter 
read in part: "We are deeply alarmed by this 
new crackdown on the Nicaraguan Church. 
We want "to make clear that America's 50 
million Catholics will not idly stand by and 
watch attempts by your government to 

destroy or subjugate the Nicaraguan 
Church."
