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New catechism 
scales Britain's 
bast seller list 

LONDON (CNS) - The hew Cate­
chism of the Catholic Church shot into 
Britain's best seller lists, its publisher 
said. 

Publishers of the 816-page English-
language version, delayed for a year be­
cause of controversy over inclusive lan­
guage and other sticking points, said 
June 15 they have ordered a third print 
run after sales soared beyond expecta­
tions in the book's first month on sale. 

hi mid-June die catechism was in 12th 
place on Britain's paperback best sell­
ers list, wedged between I Was A Teen-age 
Worrier, a cartoon guide to adolescent 
anguish, and Fever Pitch, a fan's-eye view 
of top London football club Arsenal. 

"The diird printing will be available at 
the end of this month and it's already 
sold out," Liz Marsh, spokeswoman for 
publishers Geoffrey Chapman, told 
Reuters, die British news agency, in June. 

"The initial print run was for 60,000, 
and we thought that would truly do it. 
But demand was greater than the 
Catholic Church and we thought," 
Marsh said. 

Widi 100,000 copies already sold or 
ordered, she said the 12th place in the 
best sellers list did not even represent 
die book'? full success. Many copies were 
sold through religious booksellers who 
are not consulted for the book list.
